Entries:  Advanced entries are requested (prepaid entries will be given a $5 discount).   Individual entries are made by returning the enclosed NRA “Entry and Score Reporting” card (SR-1), accompanied by a check or money order for the State High Power Championship Match Individual Entry Fee only to the above address.  DO NOT included fees for the Team Match, Leg Match or Garand Match.  Fees for persons unable to attend will be refunded in full if cancellation is made prior to June 12, 2021.  A $5 fee will be charged if canceling after this date.

Advance Individual Entries Close and must be received no later than Wednesday, June 23, 2021.  Post Entries will be accepted up to the below stated range limit the day of the match until 7:30 AM.

Team Entries:  Entries in the Team Match should be made by the Team Captain at the range statistical office prior to the start of the team match.  The fees for the team match are to be paid for the entire team at the time of entry.

Open Bolt Indicators:  The CMP and NRA High Power Rifle Rules requires the mandatory use of Empty Chamber Indicators (ECI) for all sanctioned tournaments.  ECIs will be available at the Range Statistical Office or from the Range Officer for $1.00.
General Information:  No breaks will be taken for Lunch and is not available at the range.  Competitors should provide their own food and water. Camping on the range is OK starting Friday PM. 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REGIONAL HIGH POWER RIFLE AND SERVICE RIFLE MATCH
Date and Time:
Commencing at 8AM CDT, Saturday, June 26, 2021
Rules:  Current NRA High Power Rifle Rules will govern

Squadding:  All matches will be squadded by Rule 11.6.7.  The Range Statistical Office will issue Squadding tickets/score cards for the individual matches.  No scorecards will be issued on the range.  Competitors must call for these tickets as soon as they arrive.  NRA classification cards must be exhibited before score cards will be issued.  Squadding information for the Team and Leg matches will be announced on the range.  A competitor who fails pick up score cards or to report to 
his point when his relay is called to shoot, score, or for pit duties may lose their right to compete in that event.

Classification:  The NRA Classification System will be used for all matches.  Unclassified competitor will compete in the Master Class.  Assigned (rule 19.6) or Temporary (rule 19.2) Classification may be used.  

Rifle Allowed:  The NRA Match Rifle (rule 3.3) or the Service Rifle with any sights, per New Rifle Rules
Targets:  Military type “SR” for 200 yards, “SR-3” for 300 yards, and “MR-1” for 600 yards

Sighting Shots:  Sighting shots (rule 9.2) which are allowed in the match conditions must be taken and recorded.  Sighting shots may be taken in any position described in rule 5 of the High Power Rifle rulebook, except rule 9.13.  Additional sighting shots for Rapid Fire Alibi Strings Will Not be allowed, as they will be fired immediately and not on a special alibi relay.

Match 1:
Slow Fire Standing - 2 sighting shots and 20 shots for record at 200 yards, fired in a 22 minutes total time limit.   Rule 5.12

Match 2:
Rapid Fire Sitting or Kneeling - 2 sighting shots and 20 shots for record fired from sitting or kneeling at 200 yards, fired in two ten shot strings, 60 second time limit each.  Rule 5.8 or 5.9

Match 3:
 Rapid Fire Prone - 2 sighting shots and 20 shots for record fired from prone at 300 yards, fired in 2 ten shot strings, 70 second time limit each.  Rule 5.6


Match 4:
Slow Fire Prone - 2 sighting shots and 20 shots for record fired from prone at 600 yards, fired in a 22 minute total time limit.  Rule 5.6

Match 5:
Regional Championship -  An aggregate of Matches 1 and  4
Match 8:
The Four-Man Team Match  -  A total of the four persons  SCORES FROM MATCH 7

Awards:  Top three scoring competitors will receive the gold, silver and bronze medals respectively.
Special Awards: To the high scoring ND Woman, Senior (Age 60 and over) and Grand Senior (Age 70 and over):  Gift Certificates if 3 or more enter.


Class Awards:     Gift Certificates if Five or more enter in a class.  Classes will be combined until there are five in a class.  If less than 5 High Masters enter, they will shoot for Match winner awards only.
Team Match Awards Match 8):   Gift Certificates if 3 or more teams enter

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CMP SERVICE RIFLE MATCH

Date and Time:
Commencing at 8:00 AM CDT, Sunday, June 27, 2021
Open to:    Any able body citizen of the United States, 16 years of age or older on the day of the match.  Competitors under 16 years of age may compete if they have had safety and range procedure instructions.  Military personal must comply with AR 350-6 as well as the regulations of their parent services.  Competitors failing to comply will be disqualified.

Rules:
Current CMP Rules applies.

Fees:
$20 (Juniors $15) Paid at the time of entry (Leg/Garand Package Fee $30 for both matches)

Entries:
Entries will be limited to 39 competitors.  Entries will be made at the range with fees paid in cash at the time of entry.  Non-Distinguished competitors will be given preference.  Distinguished competitors will be allowed to fire only if space is available to fill existing relays of 13 shooters.

Course of Fire:
THE NATIONAL MATCH COURSE:  10 shots slow fire standing, 200 yards; 10 rapid fire sitting from standing, 200 yards; 10 shots rapid fire prone from standing 300 yards; and 20 shots slow fire prone, 600 yards. No sighting shots or alibis are allowed.

Arm:
The Service Rifle.   See CMP Rules 6.1.1, 6.2.1, 6.2.2, AND 6.2.3 for description. 

Ammunition:  Competitors must provide their own safe ammunition

Awards:  Credit towards distinguished designation for the top ranking 10% of the total number of non-distinguished competitors firing a score of 455 or higher.  Excellence in competition badges will be provided by the CMP for civilians who qualify.  The CMP will notify the branches of the Armed Forces for military personal that qualify for credit (see AR622-10).  Gold, Silver and Bronze Achievement pins provided by the CMP will be awarded at the match for those who qualify with scores as follows:  GOLD: 476 and over; Silver: 465-475; and Bronze:  454-464. 

Eye and Hearing Protection: Eye and hearing protection is required to be worn by competitors, scorers, verifiers and match officials during firing, Eye and hearing protection must meet requirements of Rule 3.1.2.
JOHN C. GARAND STATE CHAMPIONSHIP MATCH

Date and Time:
Commencing at 1:00 PM CDT on Sunday, June 27, 2021
Fees:
$15.00 paid at the time of entry (Leg/Garand Package Fee $30 for both matches)

Rules: CMP Rule 4.0 applies.

Rifle:
CMP Rule 4.2.2 As-Issued M1 Garand.  The rifle must be a Caliber .30 U. S. M1 Garand rifle that was issued by the U.S. Armed Forces and be in as-issued condition. A Caliber .30 M1941Johnson rifle or a U.S. Carbine Caliber.30 M1 may be fired in matches designated for M1 Garand rifles. 

( Rifles must be as issued by the U.S. Armed Forces, with standard stock and sights. 

(Trigger pulls may not be less than 4.5 lbs., except that the M1941 Johnson may have a trigger pull of not less than 3.5 lbs. 

( National Match (NM) Garands with synthetic bedding, or with NM sights, may not be used. NM rifles with no synthetic bedding or NM sights or other rifles with NM operating rods and gas cylinders may be used. 

( The use of shims made of any material in the action and barrel bedding areas of the stock is prohibited. 

( As-issued M1 Garands must be chambered for the .30-06 cartridge. No rifles chambered for the 7.62mm NATO (.308) cartridge may be used. 

( M1C and M1D Garands, with telescopes detached, are considered to be As-Issued M1 Garands, provided that they comply with other 

requirements for As-Issued M1 Garands. Cheek pads may not be used on these or other M1 Garands. 

( M1 Garand or M1941 Johnson rifles may not weigh more than 9.75 lbs. M1 Carbines may not weigh more than 6.1 lbs. 
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Ammunition:  Except for the M1 .30 cal. Carbine, rifles must be chambered for the 30-06 cartridge.  Competitors must provide their own ammunition.  Competitors may use any safe ammunition, but no tracer, armor piercing or incendiary-type ammunition or projectiles may be used.

Eye and Hearing Protection: Eye and hearing protection is required to be worn by competitors, scorers, verifiers and match officials during firing, Eye and hearing protection must meet requirements of Rule 3.1.2.
Target Detail.  Competitors will be divided into three relays one firing, one scoring, and one pulling targets.  Shooters will fire all stages of the match before rotating. 

Course of Fire:  All firing is at 200 yards on the SR target as follows:


Sighters – 5 shots from any position included in the Stage I firing time.


Stage I – 10 shots slow fire from prone position in 15 minutes.


Stage II – 10 shots rapid fire from standing to prone position in 80 seconds.


Stage III – 10 shots slow fire from the standing position in 10 minutes.

Awards:  The high scoring competitor will receive a plaque.  CMP Games Achievement Pins will be awarded to competitors firing qualifying scores as follows:


Gold Pin – score of 279 and above


Silver Pin – score of 273 – 278


Bronze Pin – score of 261 – 272
