Range Location:  2051 12th Ave. NE, Grand Forks County, ND (8 miles west of Merrifield, ND on County Road 6)
Rules: National Rifle Association high power rifle silhouette rules apply.  
Rifles: 3.1.  (a) High Power Silhouette Rifle - A rifle, caliber 6mm or larger, provided no belted cartridges or magnums are allowed, with a maximum weight of10 pounds, 2 ounces, including sights and meeting the other requirements set forth in section 3.1.  3.1.1 High Power Hunting Silhouette Rifle - A hunting style rifle having a maximum weight of 9 pounds, including sights and if applicable, an empty magazine or clip. The intent of this rule is to describe a common hunting rifle, caliber: 6mm or larger, provided that no belted cartridges or Magnums are allowed.  Any telescopic or metallic sights are allowed as long as within the provisions of the rules.  See rules posted on the National Rifle Association website for more specific details.
Ammunition:  Competitors must provide their own ammunition.  Competitors may use any safe ammunition, but no tracer, armor piercing, incendiary-type ammunition or projectiles may be used or any ammunition which damages the targets.
Eye and Hearing Protection: Eye and hearing protection is required to be worn by competitors, scorers, and match officials during firing, Eye and hearing protection must meet requirements of CMP Rule 3.1.2.

Empty Chamber Indicators: ECI’s must remain in the rifle except during preparation periods and firing.
Entries: Entries may be made in advance by mail at the above address or at the stat office at 10:00 am the day of the match. 
Starting Time: 11:00 pm.
Entry Fees:  $20.00 
Course of Fire:  Ten chickens at 200 meters; Ten pigs at 300 meters; Ten turkeys at 385 meters; and Ten rams at 500 meters.  Competitors will shoot two separate banks of five targets in separate time in a periods of 2 ½ minutes each before rotating to the next bank of targets.  The total number of shots is 40.  All targets are fire at from the standing position without any rests or supports.
Awards:  Gift certificates will be awarded depending on the number and categories of the competitors.  This is not a National Rifle Association approved or registered match.  Scores will not be submitted to the NRA.
General Information:  Lunch is not available at the range, so competitors should provide their own food. For more information contact Tom Reiten at 701-739-1988 or <info@forksrifleclub.org>. Observers are welcome but may want to bring their own lawn chairs.  Eye and hearing protection should be worn by anyone present on the range during firing.
